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Answers to requests for clarification of technical specifications

Foresight of new and emerging risks to occupational safety and health associated with new technologies in green jobs by 2020
Q1. Could you please clarify the numbering sequence of the 2.10?
Answer:
There is a typing error in section 2.10 so that two deliverables appear with the reference ‘D3’. The correct referencing for the deliverables is as follows:

Phase 1: 
D1, D2 and D3


Phase 2: 
D4, D5 and D6


Phase 3: 
D7 and D8
Q2. Does ARTICLE II.7 - REIMBURSEMENTS apply only to consortium members (and not to the travel and subsistence expenses associated with the participation of external experts in events organised as part of the study)?
Answer:
No. ARTICLE II.7 - REIMBURSEMENTS applies to the members of the consortium and to the representatives of the target group that EU-OSHA will nominate for participation. EU-OSHA will in addition cover the costs of participation of its own staff. 

With regard to key people external to the Contractor and other than the target group representatives nominated by EU-OSHA, it is the Contractor who will cover the possible costs (e.g. any travel costs or professional fees that might be payable) associated with their participation in events (e.g. interviews, surveys, workshops, focus groups, etc.) organised as part of the foresight study as described in the technical specifications for workpackages 1.2, 1.3, 2.2, 2.3, and 3.1.

Q3. Will it be necessary to submit receipts and used tickets to the EU on behalf of these external experts? By "external experts" here we are referring to participants from organisations other than the partners in the bid; EU-OSHA or representatives of the target group.
Answer:
No. EU-OSHA will not cover the costs of external people to the Contractor other than the representatives of the target group it nominates and its own staff and it will therefore not be necessary to submit their receipts and used tickets. 

However, with regard to the representatives of the target group nominated by EU-OSHA, as mentioned in ARTICLE II.7 – REIMBURSEMENTS, the original supporting documents, including receipts and used tickets, will be submitted to EU-OSHA who will proceed to their reimbursement. 

Q4. Are payments from the Agency to be made only to the Leader in a Consortium, such that it is then the responsibility of the Leader to reimburse the other partners from these payments?
Answer:
Yes. EU-OSHA will make payments on the bank account of the Contractor as will be indicated in the financial identification form. The Contractor can be a single service provider (possibly with subcontractors as will be indicated in the subcontractor form if relevant) or a consortium (which can be a permanent legally established grouping or a grouping which has been constituted for this tender procedure).
Q5. In reference to Sect.4.2 of the Tender Specifications - how and where within the submission should the tenderer "certify that also the subcontractor is not in one of the situations referred to above" (by which we assume the situations referred to are points i) and ii).) ?

Answer: 
“the situations referred to above” does not only refer to points i) and ii) of Section 4.2 of the technical specifications but to points a) to f) plus points i) and ii) from section 4.2.

In order to “certify that also the subcontractor is not in one of the situations referred to above", the tenderer should either: provide an Exclusion Criteria Declaration form for each subcontractor, duly completed, dated and signed by each subcontractor; or make a duly signed and dated declaration of honour on behalf of the subcontractor(s) using the text from the Exclusion Criteria Declaration form.

Q6. Are subcontractors expected to submit a completed Exclusion Criteria Declaration form?

Answer: 
No. As explained above, the tenderer should either: provide an Exclusion Criteria Declaration form for each subcontractor, duly completed, dated and signed by each subcontractor; or a a make duly signed and dated declaration of honour on behalf of the subcontractor(s) using the text from the Exclusion Criteria Declaration form.

Q7. I have reviewed the section 3.7 re Submission of tenders and have a couple of questions: 

1. Outer Envelope: Must be addressed and contain Inner Envelope - see below:

2. Inner Envelope: This must contain 2 sealed envelopes, one containing technical offer and the other the financial offer. Can I confirm that inside the Technical Offer envelope, I must include 2 signed copies of the tender containing the Section I Administrative Information and Section II Technical Offer and the Annexes applicable to the Admin and Technical Sections. Inside the Financial Offer envelope, I must include 2 signed copies of the Section III Financial Offer and Annexes pertaining to the Financial Section. Both envelopes must be clearly labelled. I ask for this as it was not made clear where to include the Admin and Annex information.

Answer: 
Yes. The inner envelope must contain:

· one sealed envelope containing: two signed copies of Section I Administrative information; two signed copies of Section II Technical offer; and two copies of the annexes relevant to Section I and to Section II. The content of this envelope must be clearly indicated as “Technical”;

· one sealed envelope containing: two signed copies of Section III Financial offer; and two copies of the annexes relevant to Section III. The content of this envelope must be clearly indicated as “Financial”.
